1 RULES
NZIHA rules apply.
Names of all participants must be provided to the tournament organisers in order for them to register all
players with the NZIHA prior to commencement of the tournament.
Players must play for the school which they are currently attending, and a letter from the school
confirming player's enrolment maybe required. All players must be 18 years of age or younger.
Players must play for the one and the same school team throughout the tournament.
Each player is personally responsible to wear protective equipment for all games and warm-ups.
Team Entry Fee is $150 per team.
Closing date is June 11", 2004 on the form attached.
Entries will be accepted from all Secondary schools throughout New Zealand.
Organisers reserve the right to ballot entries and to make any changes necessary to the running of the
tournament or draw. Changes wil be posted on the Administration Notice Board at the rink.
The team lists are in the hands of the organisers at least 10 days prior to the commencement of the
tournament.
2 Venue
The rink complies with the safety standards and rink dimensions set out by the NZIHA In-Line
Hockey Rule Book.
The goals are the official size as stipulated in the NZIHA Rulebook.
An electronic clock/scoreboard is used for timing all games and keeping the players, officials and
spectators informed of the score and the time remaining.
Smoking is prohibited in all areas of the More FM In-Line Hockey Arena.
All entrants to the arena agree to abide by local club rules.
3 Games
Playing rules are those set down in the NZIHA Rulebook.
Game format will follow the 4 quarter format .
A clash of jersey colours will mean the home team will change their jerseys. These will be provided by
the Hamilton In-Line Hockey Club Inc.
The official tournament puck is to be the IDS puck for all games.
Games will be 4 x 10 min quarters. Time out will be one per team per game. There will be no sudden
death overtime periods for tied pool games.
Stop time will apply in semi-final and final games only. Stop time will commence in the final 2 minutes
of a game provided that the score is within 1 goal or tied.
4 Safety
A qualified first aid officer is present at rink-side at all games.
Measures are taken to ensure the safety of spectators (e.g. safety netting, crowd control to keep
spectators away from the barriers, etc.) All skates must be rink friendly — e.g. Flush mounted axle bolts.
5 Uniforms
Players are uniformly dressed in accordance with NZIHA Rules.
6 Officials
Referees
Two referees officiate in each game where possible. Referees where possible shall hold at
least a Level One Referee qualification.
Scorer/Timekeepers
The Official NZIHA Scoresheet is used.
For each game there is an official scorer, a game timekeeper, and penalty timekeepers.
Goal Judges
Goal judges will be appointed for final games only.
Disciplinary Committee
A Disciplinary Tribunal is appointed in accordance with the NZIHA Discipline Procedures.
